Commissioners Meeting
April 2, 2013

Present: David Gogel, Al Logsdon, Mickey Toler, Chuck Painter, Tara Lloyd, Attorney Jeff Lindsey,
Auditor Jane Lynam

Meeting was called to order by the President David Gogel at 8:15 A.M.

Minutes

Toler made a motion to approve the minutes from March 5% gs presented. Logsdon seconded the
motion, motion approved.

Gogel asked for an addition to the March 19" minutes; on the mowing bids add the words for
Courthouse Grounds to the base price of $85.00. Toler made a motion to approve the March 19"
minutes with that correction. Logsdon seconded the motion, motion approved.

Walt Robinson

Gogel asked Robinson to check out the courthouse landscaping and give the Commissioners an estimate
on what needed to be done. Commissioners also asked Robinson to check on the wall between the John
Limp property and the old jail and give them an estimate on that project also at the April 16" meeting.
Claims

Gogel presented a conflict of interest to the Commissioners, because he on occasion, supplies materials
to the animal shelter. Toler made a motion to accept the conflict of interest. Logsdon seconded the
motion, motion approved. Toler made a motion to approve Batch No 2781 for $298,057.57. Logsdon
seconded the motion, motion approved with Gogel abstaining on Claim No. 223. ’

Legal Report

Gogel reported that the County had lost their tax exempt status with SIHO and asked Lindsey to look over
the papers to see what needed to be done. Lindsey said it was a limited Power Of Attorney giving SIHO
the authority to talk to the IRS about reinstating our tax exempt status.

Lindsey presented a Summary of Services Rendered to the Commissioners for their consideration.
Lindsey explained that he had made a suggestion to Lioyd on her letter to INDOT and that was to add
that we wanted the speed limit to octually be reduced to 35 miles per hour. Lloyd said she had added
that to the letter and after much discussion Logsdon said he felt it was a very well written letter and
made a motion to approve and sign it. Toler seconded the motion, motion approved. Lloyd said she
would provide a copy of everything she sends to INDOT to the Auditor’s office.

Engineer Report

Lloyd said the only thing she had other than the letter was the Phase | CEDIT Plan, the only change she
made was an addition at the bottom of the page showing proposed additions to CEDIT because she had
previously had them mingled in at the top on the first sheet she passed out, and they would have to be
voted on to add them to the official CEDIT Plan.

Lioyd said if you like what you see we can go ohead and approve it, or we can talk it over more if you
wish. Logsdon said he felt that the Commissioners, Engineer, and Highway Superintendent should sit
down and discuss this and then approve it at the next meeting. The workshop was set for Friday, April
12" gt the county garage.

New Business

Gogel explained that the Commissioners had received a letter from Connie Branch with Child Protection
Services stating that the State Department of Child Protection Services was holding candlelight vigils in
every county on Tuesday, April 16™ at 7:00 P.M. to promote awareness of child abuse and neglect. They
are asking for permission to hold the vigil on the courthouse steps, if in the case of inclement weather
they would like to use the Courthouse Rotunda. Judge Dartt will make a few remarks and the whole
program should take approximately 30 minutes. Logsdon made a motion to grant the Department of
Child Protection Services the use of the Courthouse Rotunda on April 16™ gt 7:00 P.M. if needed. Toler
seconded the motion, motion approved.

Common Wage Appointment

Gogel reported that in January the Commissioners had forgotten to appoint someone to the Common
Wage Board. Larry Sigler was the current appointee and expressed his desire to retain the position.
Logsdon made a motion to appoint Lorry Sigler to the Common Wage Board for 2013. Toler seconded
the motion, motion approved.

Tree Removal

Gogel explained that the Commissioners had received a request from some Courthouse employees asking
to have the two Bradford Pear trees on the east side of the Courthouse removed. Commissioners agreed
to remove the trees, will have quotes/bids at the next meeting on April 16" and proceed with the
removal.

Phil Brown- Unsafe Building Ordinance

Gogel explained that the new Ordinance on Unsafe Buildings had been adopted and published. The
Commissioners asked him to go back out to the site in question and give another report on April 16" s0
they could proceed. Logsdon asked what kind of a report he would give this time, because he felt the last

report was very thorough. Brown said that with this report he would be able to cite violations where he
couldn’t do that before.

Stephanie Melton-Grants signatures

Melton presented two grants for signatures: first was for a T&C grant (Communications grant). Toler
made g motion to accept ond sign the T&C grant. Logsdon seconded the motion, motion approved.
Second was the annual salary reimbursement that they approve each year. Since this is an annual
reimbursement no motion was needed to sign.

Highway Report

Painter asked the three Commissioners if they had any ideas as to what they wanted to do with district
roads this year; he had worked up some prices on different roads. Commissioners decided to work on
this at the workshop on April 12* at 10:00 A.M. Toler asked how the slip line projects were coming
along. Painter said they were wanting to get started, but he felt it needed to dry up first.

Painter said he would like to buy 3 new side mounted mowers, if that was feasible; he will get a list of
equipment together and see what our options are. Logsdon asked about the $400,000 payment we
received from Major Moves, he thought that had been set aside for equipment; we need to find out
where that money is and what the current balance is.

Gay Ann Harney-Civil War Ball

Harney explained that the Friends of Lincoln Pioneer Village were asking for permission to use the
Courthouse for the Civil War Ball on Saturday September 21, 2013 and Friday evening September 20" to
set up and decorate. Toler made a motion to approve the Friends of Lincoln Pioneer Village request to
use the Courthouse on Friday evening September 20" for set up and decorating, and Saturday September
21° for the Ball. Logsdon seconded the motion, motion approved.

Conflict of Interest-Ken Schaaf

Ken Schaaf had presented a Conflict of Interest for the Lincoln Heritage Library. The Library Board had
already approved it and the Commissioners need to sign off on it. Logsdon made a motion to approve the
Conflict of Interest for Ken Schaaf. Toler seconded the motion, motion approved.

Semi Annual Report

Lisa Gehlhausen, from Region 15, had sent the Semi-Annual Report on the Luce Township Sewer grant for
President Gogel to sign. Logsdon made a motion to have Gogel sign the Semi-Annual Report as
requested by Lisa Gehlhausen from Region 15 on the OCRA grant for Luce Township Sewer. Toler
seconded the motion, motion approved.

Highway Superintendent-Painter

Painter said he wanted the Commissioners to know that he had put together some figures on what it
would cost to double chip and seal a mile of road this year with the raise in asphalt. The cost would be
532,764 for a mile of double chip and seal, this is just for materials.

Logsdon made a motion to adjourn the meeting. Toler seconded the motion, motion approved.
