STANDARD OPERATING PROCEDURE 

FOR

ESTABLISHING A SEARCH
1.  When paged or called (Command Staff):  go directly to the scene as indicated by dispatch.  If you have the 4-H “Vendor City” building between you and the scene, stop in and pick-up response equipment, ie: 74-65 (SAR vehicle pulling the 8X8 A-ATV),  and 74-69 (Mobile Emergency Operations Center).

2.  First on scene: you are Incident Command until relieved by a senior SAR member.  Gather information and relay this to SAR Coordinator.  If possible, keep all personnel away from vehicles or personal articles that may be used as a scent article.  Also keep everyone away from the Last Known Point (LKP) or Place Last Seen (PLS), this may be used as a starting point to determine direction of travel or other important leads.
3.  Try to establish a staging area where vehicles can park without contaminating the PLS or LKP with tracks and exhaust fumes.  

4.  Start thinking about the search area using the information gathered and the type of search, ie: hasty team, K-9 team, etc.  As SAR personnel arrive, begin assigning them a task, ie: Staging Officer, Operations Section Chief,  Safety Officer or Team Leader.  ONLY QUALIFIED PERSONNEL WILL BE ASSIGNED THESE POSITIONS.
5.  Assign someone to be with the family, they can help gather more information and keep the family informed as well.  It also helps to keep the family from getting to involved and becoming a hindrance to the search.

6.  Keep all communications except essential information off the air.  
7.  Have a plan before sending anyone out to search:  type of team and the area to search.  Determine transportation needs, communications, accountability, safety checks, time to be picked up and where.

8.  Be thinking about calling for additional resources and how they will be utilized.  Determine other search areas as more searchers arrive.
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
